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DIRECTIONS DATE OF SESSION:
•  Stand with feet shoulder-width apart and hands behind the 

ball.
•  Pull the ball towards your chest and lower your hips into a 

slight squat position.
•  Rapidly straighten your hips and knees and extend your 

elbows to push ball away from body.
• Do not cross line.

Medicine 
Ball Throw
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Head stays neutral, 
looking down 

Head moves up or down 
during movement

Arm stays straight, 
aligned at shoulder height 

Arm bends, does not 
reach shoulder height

Leg held out straight and 
foot reaches hip height 

Leg bends and foot
not level with hips

Hips and shoulders remain 
level with no rotation 

Hips and shoulders drop
or excessively rotate

Movement is smooth, arms 
and legs raised at same time 

Movement is uncontrolled, 
arms and legs raised at 

di�erent times
